Like the vermillion Goshuin seal stamps that pilgrims can collect from the shrines and
Buddhist temples they visit, or the castle stamp rally programs where tourists get a seal
stamp from each castle they visit, this Project gives travelers the chance to collect
Goshukuba seal stamps that serve as proof they have visited various post towns
(goshukuba) along the Tokaido.

Goshukuba seal stamp collector books and local Goshukuba seal stamps are sold at the
two endpoints of the Tokaido at Nihonbashi in Tokyo and Sanjo Ohashi in Kyoto, as
well as at the 53 post towns between the two. Here’s the opportunity to collect seal
stamp mementos while enjoying a journey through the post towns and the surrounding
area as you maybe even discover something new.
